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“With effect from 2021, all scholarly publications on the results from research funded by public or private grants provided by 
national, regional and international research councils and funding bodies, must be published in Open Access Journals, on Open
Access Platforms, or made immediately available through Open Access Repositories without embargo.”

In addition:

Authors or their institutions retain copyright to their publications. All publications must be published under an open license, 
preferably the Creative Commons Attribution license (CC BY), in order to fulfil the requirements defined by the Berlin Declaration;

The Funders will develop robust criteria and requirements for the services that high-quality Open Access journals, Open Access 
platforms, and Open Access repositories must provide;

In cases where high-quality Open Access journals or platforms do not yet exist, the Funders will, in a coordinated way, provide 
incentives to establish and support them when appropriate; support will also be provided for Open Access infrastructures where 
necessary;

Where applicable, Open Access publication fees are covered by the Funders or research institutions, not by individual researchers; it 
is acknowledged that all researchers should be able to publish their work Open Access;

The Funders support the diversity of business models for Open Access journals and platforms. When Open Access publication fees 
are applied, they must be commensurate with the publication services delivered and the structure of such fees must be transparent 
to inform the market and funders potential standardisation and capping of payments of fees;

The Funders encourage governments, universities, research organisations, libraries, academies, and 
learned societies to align their strategies, policies, and practices, notably to ensure transparency.

The above principles shall apply to all types of scholarly publications, but it is understood that the 
timeline to achieve Open Access for monographs and book chapters will be longer and requires a 
separate and due process;

The Funders do not support the ‘hybrid’ model of publishing. However, as a transitional pathway 
towards full Open Access within a clearly defined timeframe, and only as part of transformative 
arrangements, Funders may contribute to financially supporting such arrangements;

The Funders will monitor compliance and sanction non-compliant beneficiaries/grantees;

The Funders commit that when assessing research outputs during funding decisions they will value the 
intrinsic merit of the work and not consider the publication channel, its impact factor (or other journal 
metrics), or the publisher.

CSIC mandate 

• El CSIC está comprometido con el acceso abierto a sus resultados de investigación desde la firma de la 
Declaración de Berlín en 2006. 

• A lo largo de la última década este compromiso se ha reforzado paulatinamente, con la consolidación 
de su repositorio DIGITAL.CSIC y su participación en la red global de repositorios de investigación COAR, 
con el apoyo a la iniciativa internacional OA2020 a favor de nuevos modelos de negocio editoriales 
según los principios del acceso abierto, con la participación activa en la construcción de la Nube 
Europea de Acceso Abierto (EOSC) y con un papel destacado en las agendas de trabajo de Science
Europe y del sistema nacional de investigación. 

• Por ello, el CSIC dispone que a partir del 1 de abril de 2019 sean hechas públicas y 
de manera permanente a través de DIGITAL.CSIC las referencias bibliográficas de 
todas las PUBLICACIONES REVISADAS POR PARES (artículos, capítulos de libros, 
libros, comunicaciones de congresos) realizadas por su comunidad de investigadores 
desde el momento de la aceptación editorial para su publicación y que sus textos 
completos estén disponibles en acceso abierto en DIGITAL.CSIC tan pronto como sea 
posible.

• Igualmente, el CSIC dispone que las referencias bibliográficas de los DATASETS
ASOCIADOS A ARTÍCULOS DE REVISTAS sean hechas públicas de manera 
permanente en DIGITAL.CSIC desde el momento de la aceptación para su 
publicación de los artículos asociados y que tales datasets se ofrezcan en acceso 
abierto en DIGITAL.CSIC siempre y cuando no se den legítimas razones de 
confidencialidad, propiedad intelectual y/o seguridad. 

• En este impulso por consolidar de manera definitiva el compromiso institucional con la Ciencia Abierta 
el CSIC apoya sin cortapisas la publicación en revistas de acceso abierto caracterizadas por rigor y 
reputación científicas y cuyo modelo de negocio sea sostenible, justo y efectivo así como la utilización 
de licencias de uso estándares que permiten un máximo aprovechamiento y reutilización de la 
investigación abierta.

• El CSIC pone a disposición diversos servicios para facilitar el cumplimiento de este mandato. La 
comunidad científica del CSIC contará con el soporte del Servicio de Archivo Delegado a través de la 
Oficina Técnica de DIGITAL.CSIC (URICI) y de los servicios de soporte a la investigación de la Red de 
Bibliotecas del CSIC, así como de la existencia de la aplicación Pasarela que facilita la integración de la 
plataforma conCIENCIA y del repositorio DIGITAL.CSIC. Además, para incentivar el cumplimiento de esta 
política institucional, el CSIC revisará los criterios actuales de evaluación de PCO así como los criterios 
de contratación y promoción científica. En concreto, el compromiso de la comunidad científica CSIC con 
el acceso abierto a la Ciencia computará positivamente en los ejercicios de evaluación.

INEOS project with FECYT
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In June 2018, the Spanish Foundation for Science and Technology (FECYT) and CSIC signed a collaboration

agreement to jointly develop the project “Infrastructures and standards for Open Science”
(Infraestructuras y Estándares para la Ciencia en Abierto - INEOS):

• To improve the quality of research data in repositories
• To connect publicly funded research results with data

• To increase visibility of researchers by integrating the public profile of their CVs in institutional platforms
Two parallel agreements were also signed by FECYT with INIA and ISCIII.
